1. Notice of activity 

 

The Department of Transport has been advised that the Informing and Mapping the Offshore 

Renewable Environment (I-MORE) Survey will be carried out from 4 January until the 13 

January 2022 in the North Irish Sea.  

 

     2. Overview and Location of the Survey Activity 

 

The location of the outline area for these works is given below and a map of proposed survey 

area is given in Appendix 1. The equipment to be used in the survey comprises the MANTA 

– 200 Seabed Cone Penetration Testing (CPT) System. The aim of this survey is to gather 

critical seabed data to feed into existing Post Doc and group research across a range of 

disciplines including marine geotechnics and physical geology, and to better understand the 

geology and engineering properties of the sediment in this area and to identify potential 

geohazards to infrastructure development.
