Part B: Information Specific to the Data Being Collected in Application for Driver
Attestation

The following data is specific information in relation to the personal data for processed for
the purposes of this form

Specific Purpose:

The Application Form for Driver Attestation is used by the holder of a Road Haulage
Operator Licence who employs a driver who is a national of a non-EU/EEA member country.
The form is submitted to the Road Transport Operator Licensing Unit of the Department of
Transport where it is processed and kept on file.

Legal Basis

In accordance with Article 5 of EU Regulation 1072 of 2009, a haulage operator who
employs a driver who is a national of a non-EU/EEA member country to transport goods
while using a Community Licence must hold a Driver Attestation in respect of each such
driver. The Driver Attestation certifies that the driver is lawfully employed in the haulage
operator's Member State in accordance with the laws, regulations, administrative provisions
or collective agreements applicable in that Member State, on conditions of employment and
of vocational training of drivers to carry out road transport operations in that State.

Recipients:

Information relating to individual drivers employed by the holder of a Road Haulage Operator
Licence is not shared outside the Department of Transport.



Transferred outside the EU/EEA and countries with which there is no adequacy agreement*

The personal information you provide in the Application Form for Driver Attestation is not
transferred outside the EU/EEA.

Retention Period

The data collected for this purpose will be held by the Department only as long as there is a
business need to do so in line with the purpose(s) for which the personal data was collected.
After this time, it will be marked for destruction and will be destroyed in line with internal
guidelines or guidelines for destruction received from the National Archives Office or
associated permission received from them or in line with other statutory requirements for
destruction.

Data Provision - Statutory Obligation

The holder of a Road Haulage Operator Licence must comply with the requirement set out
under the above legal basis. The data requested in the Application Form for Driver
Attestation must therefore be provided by the licence holder in order to meet this
requirement.
